dominance Return to home rule then undid much of what the experiment accomplished While the concept of development is
subject to a range of interpretations in this context it means positive continuously improving and sustained change across a
variety of human social conditions Clearly such an effort was at the heart of the Port Royal Experiment While the term nation
building may seem misplaced given that no nation was the beneficiary of these efforts the requirement to build institutions
critical to nation building operations was certainly a large part of the Port Royal Experiment and offers many lessons for
